DIGITAL SWITCHOVER HELP SCHEME
Everyone needs to be ready for the switchover or you will lose TV channels. If you have 5 channels or fewer on any TV in your home, you will need to convert it to digital.

The Help Scheme is run by the BBC and can help everyone who is eligible disabled, aged 75 or over, registered blind or partially sighted or anyone who has lived in a care home for 6 months or more, with everything they need to switch one TV to digital.

Their standard option is available for an all-inclusive cost of £40. This help is free if you or someone you care for is eligible and also gets certain income-related benefits.

Before the switchover happens in each region, all eligible people will receive an information pack. The Help Scheme needs people to reply to their letters even if they don't need their help. That way they know you are ready for switchover.
The Switchover will begin to take place in the London TV region in April 2012.
During the lead up to switchover the Help Scheme will be at events across the London TV region so that you can come and ask any questions you may have. They will be at Lynton Parade, Turners Hill, EN8 8LF on 17th Jan 2012.
