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CONTROLLED PARKING ZONE

Broxbourne council have confirmed that, despite the majority of the Windmill Estate being against the introduction of permit parking, they fully intend to move onto the official Consultation process at huge expense to us, the council tax payers!

The implications for all of us are extremely serious. With the inclusion of Ousden Close in the scheme, the consultation will be looking at preventing commuters and shoppers parking in the area. This could mean that permits will be required for all day everyday for parking on a ‘first park – first parked’ basis and you may find that you end up parking far from your own home – if at all!

Our latest communication with the Head of Construction Services at Broxbourne Council confirmed that the consultation will be Windmill Lane, Roundmoor Drive, Forest Road, Russells Ride (to north of Downfield Road which is excluded) and all roads which are served from these roads which are south of Cadmore Lane, West of the railway line excluding the industrial area of Delamare Road but including Gews Corner.

The council state that the consultation process does not imply that the CPZ will be imposed. 
It is still in our hands, therefore, to stop this before it starts!

Your committee have decided to form a sub-committee to fight these proposals and put our views across in the consultation exercise.
