CHESHUNT MINOR INJURIES UNIT
Cheshunt Minor Injuries Unit (MIU) at the Community Hospital provides patients with access to high quality healthcare in Hertfordshire. The MIU is for people with cuts, sprains, minor fractures and other urgent, but non life-threatening injuries. You don’t need an appointment to be seen.

This service is nurse-led and is open from 8am to 8pm every day, including weekends and Bank Holidays. The nurse practitioners can treat a range of minor injuries from bites and stings to cuts and grazes. The MIU does not treat minor illnesses.
PART TIME STREET LIGHTING

The lights on our Estate are now being turned off between the hours of 12 midnight and 6am. The Association received an email from our County Councillor, Mr Dave Hewitt, explaining the reasoning behind this decision.

“The County Council is required to reduce its costs in order to save rate payers money and part time street lighting will save in the order of £1.3 million per annum at current energy costs (these are likely to rise). We are also required by law to reduce our County's carbon emissions and this will make a considerable contribution to that saving too. At all stages of the decision making process we consulted with the local police, and the other emergency services, local Borough Councils and community leaders. In other areas of the country where similar policies have been introduced there is no evidence of increased crime or road accidents. We will be maintaining full time lighting along main routes, areas of high accident reports, town centres, areas covered by Council CCTV, principle transport hubs, subways etc. If crime does increase in a particular area the new technology installed in the street lamps will allow us to turn them back on quickly.”

BOGUS GAS MAN
Please be aware a man posing as a gas company employee tried to gain entry to a resident’s house, luckily the resident managed to close the front door and prevent him entering the property. British Gas confirmed they had no employees working in the area at that time. Please be on your guard when answering your door. Utility company employees carry identity cards and won’t mind waiting while you check, close the door when you call and don’t let them in until you are sure. If you have any concerns in relation to callers at your door call the police.
OWL MESSAGING
TRAFFIC LIGHT OPERATION CHURCH LANE JUNCTION WITH THE A10 CHESHUNT 
On Wednesday the 21st of September 2011 officers from Cheshunt Central Safer Neighbourhood Team conducted a traffic light operation. This was at the traffic lights on Church Lane junction with the A10 Great Cambridge Road Cheshunt. Two vehicles went through the traffic signal whilst it was showing red; these vehicles were stopped by police officers and dealt with accordingly. Please allow yourself enough time to stop when approaching traffic signals and reduce your speed. 

TACKLING BURGLARY IN HERTS
Whilst Hertfordshire is one of the safest Counties in which to live in the UK, burglaries do still unfortunately occur.  When this happens, we are now engaged in a "cocooning" initiative, to try to ensure the neighbourhood is not re-visited by burglars. As part of investigations, homes either side of and opposite where the burglary occurred are being visited personally by officers. Householders are being offered crime prevention advice along with a "Cocooning Pack” containing leaflets with security advice on homes, sheds and garages as well as a UV pen to mark property .This action is aimed at raising peoples' awareness of steps they can take to secure their homes and mark and then register their property on www.immobilise.com. 

AUTUMN SECURITY

As the season turns to autumn, Herts Police is asking residents to be security-wise with their sheds and garages following a number of thefts across the county. The thefts have seen predominantly cycles stolen, but also include alloy wheels and golfing equipment. With the arrival of autumn comes a flurry of work for gardeners and we want to make sure that security sense doesn't get forgotten when leaving the shed or garage. It's not only important to keep any tools or sports equipment in the shed or garage secure, but make sure they are all put away after use, as we know burglars use tools left lying around to break into homes. It's a good idea to mark your bike with your postcode - using a UV pen if you don't want to visibly mark the frame - and register it for free on www.immobilise.com. That way, if you are unlucky enough to have something stolen, police can return it to you if it's recovered.
CRIME

All crime, across the Borough is down by 1.4% over the last year and the police have had good support from the Community. A new CCTV has been erected outside the shops at the top of Cadmore Lane. Young offenders having being doing Community Service painting the changing rooms on Waltham Cross playing fields. Parent parking around schools in the borough of Broxbourne has become a major concern for residents, due to the traffic problems it creates. As part of the campaign council officers and PCSOs will be stepping up their presence around local schools, to tackle this issue, by encouraging children to walk or cycle to school and reminding parents that parking on pavements, zig zags, yellow lines, crossings, dropped curbs or driveways is illegal.
