It can also damage underground services and make it difficult for the Council contractor to cut the grass. It is an offence to park a vehicle on the road so as to cause an obstruction and the Police are empowered to take action. Inconsiderate parking can also restrict access for the fire brigade or ambulance services .If you feel at any time a vehicle is causing an obstruction please call the Cheshunt Central Police Community Team on the new non-emergency number 101.
The Association for some time now on behalf of residents has been asking for yellow lines to be put at problem junctions on our Estate. The Council has looked into these requests and has decided on yellow lines at several sites, these have planning application notices posted within sight of the problem junction. If residents know of other problem spots on the Estate, please contact the Highways Department and give your Road Steward the details. The Committee know there are more sites needing yellow lines but it comes down to priority and money.
 A site has been put forward for the Associations third tree, in Bullwell Crescent, if you would like a tree in your road please let your Road Steward know.
There have been a few complaints about the rubbish bin sited at Gews Corner. Household rubbish has been found overflowing from it onto the pavement, making a very horrible mess. The Association has contacted the Council, asking them to look into this problem.
