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CONTROLLED PARKING ZONES – THE OUTCOME!
The Environmental Services Committee voted in favour of the recommendation that the Committee: “does not proceed with a CPZ in the east of Cheshunt area at this time” and that it “agrees to receive a further report on parking possibilities for the east of Cheshunt area”. The main reasons given were that there was a risk that “the larger scheme would not be self-financing”. A smaller scheme was also deemed “most unlikely to ever be self-financing”. We are also encouraged that mention was made of our Association’s representations to the council. If we are to learn from this experience, it is that we do need the Association to continue. Happily, that looks more likely as we have been able to welcome new members onto the committee.
Our thanks go to all those members who took part in campaigning against the scheme as well as all those members who voiced their support to their road representatives. It meant a lot.
