URGENT CARE CENTRE AT CHESHUNT COMMUNITY HOSPITAL

Cheshunt’s Urgent Care Centre is to be closed; the Primary Care Trust made this decision because the Centre had not achieved what it was set up to do and that was to reduce attendances at A&E departments. The feasibility of a Minor Injuries Unit in Cheshunt will be explored. The WERA has invited a representative from the Primary Care Trust to attend our AGM and explain the future set up in Cheshunt.
FIRST CONTACT
First Contact is a new information, advice and support service in Hertfordshire. It enables older people to access a wide range of community activities and services in their local area.

First Contact is delivered by a team of Community Agents who aim to help older people stay safe, active and independent in their own homes. Community Agents are local people who are trained to provide you, or someone you know, with high quality information and advice. Community Agents can visit you in your own home, at a time to suit you, or can meet you at an alternative place, such as your local community centre. This service is only available and free to anyone over the age of 50. Our local Community Agent is Sue Hoare and her contact number is 07787 439262.
