GP SERVICES IN CHESHUNT
NHS Hertfordshire held a Conversation Cafe at the Council offices. The Cafe was to create an informal atmosphere in which doctors, patients, practice nurses, practice managers, councillors, receptionists, residents and representatives from NHS Hertfordshire could talk and work out ways to improve GP services in Cheshunt. Four members of the WERA went along and found the evening very useful. Discussions revolved around communication, services the practices provide, making appointments, patients keeping appointments, longer opening hours and more partnership working between practices. Another meeting will take place in six months time to discuss any progress made. 
OWL MESSAGING
Cold Calling – a Peterborough based company have been going door to door in North Herts and Stevenage with brochures for furniture for the elderly and those with restricted mobility. They have been disregarding No Cold Calling signs and are targeting venerable residents. Trading Standards are aware of this but, residents are advised that if they have any concerns in relation to callers at their door to call the police on 0845 3300222.
New Non–emergency Number – a new non-emergency number has been launched by Herts Police, 101 will replace the current non-emergency number 0845 3300222. The changeover will not happen immediately and the 0845 number is expected to be in place for approximately a year, running in tandem with 101 to ensure a smooth transition. It will cost 15p for the duration of the call, whether made from a landline or mobile phone. However, for those whose current service plans give them free calls to 0845 numbers, it will still be possible to contact the Constabulary non-emergency service on landline number 01707 354000, which is also free on some phone packages. It is part of a national Association of Chief Police Officers and Home Office-led initiative where all forces are due to adopt the number by December. This means it will soon be possible to ring 101 from anywhere in England and Wales, and contact the local force's non-emergency service. Herts Police is in the first phase of forces to adopt 101. If you are deaf, hard of hearing or speech impaired, the text phone service 18001 101 is still available. Olympic Games - preparations for a safe and secure 2012 Olympic Games are on track in Hertfordshire, thanks to the ongoing work of the Bedfordshire & Hertfordshire Olympic Planning Team. As the countdown approaches the one year mark to the start of the Games on July 27, the Planning Team are busy finalising their plans to deliver a smooth policing operation at the Lee Valley White Water Centre in Broxbourne. The venue will be hosting the Canoe Slalom between July 29 and August 2 next year. The team will be putting measures in place to ensure everyone can enjoy the five day event safely and that the Constabulary is still able to respond to incidents as normal, delivering the first class service that Hertfordshire residents expect. They are also working with partners, such as the London Organising Committee of the Olympic Games, Broxbourne Borough Council and Hertfordshire County Council, to minimise disruption to local residents, commuters and businesses around the venue.
